
Following on from our 

newsletter introduction, 

those of you that regu-

larly visit the yard will 

have noticed the steady 

growth of the raw con-

crete stockpile.  Last 

year, when WAGS broke 

for the 2009 Christmas 

break, there was a nice 

little stockpile of around 

2000m3 of raw pre-

processed product.   

When we re-opened a 

couple of weeks later, it 

was like a dam broke 

somewhere, and now six 

months later, staff are 

working through a small 

mountain of raw con-

crete. 

In an effort to control the 

flow and to ensure that 

we remain open for con-

crete tipping, WAGS 

instigated a few changes 

to daily business.  These 

mainly include the strict 

policing of oversize 

loads to encourage 

downsizing of raw prod-

uct prior to tipping - 

thereby enabling faster 

processing, and the turn-

ing down of a number of 

large concrete tipping 

jobs. 

So while rates for over-

size concrete have in-

creased, normal sized 

concrete load prices re-

main the same. 

As expected, a couple of 

customers expressed 

concern at these meas-

ures, but understood 

once the necessity of 

maintaining a balance of 

raw and crushed stock-

pile levels was ex-

plained.  

The usual winter slow-

down will enable staff to 

work though the raw 

concrete, which will 

make life easier all 

round. 

One thing to finish off 

on, is the need to keep 

the products, both in and 

out flowing.  This means 

that WAGS customers 

should also make the 

point of recommending 

the use of crushed con-

crete products as an al-

ternative to quarried 

aggregates wherever 

possible.  Hopefully 

these measures will 

ensure that no further 

restrictions are placed on  

access to future concrete 

tipping.

Now the team is re-grouping 

for an assault on the next soil 

season which begins around Sep-

tember, weather permitting. 

Fingers crossed, this will see a 

drainage type soil being pro-

duced alongside the usual WAGS 

mix, as time, machinery and 

money allows. 

With the soil season now over, 

WAGS staff can take a breather 

after the busiest summer yet.  

Only a couple of minor plant 

breakdowns marred an otherwise 

smooth processing season. 

Part of the way through, the usual 

settings on the processing plant 

were changed and the WAGS ex-

clusive screened soil mix became 

even more popular to the extent 

that at times there was difficulty in 

side, as the spoil would have to be 

trucked to a licensed landfill for final 

disposal.  

In a effort to build up an information 

database of possible tip sites, it 

would be good if anyone that knows 

of any available licensed tip sites, 

contact WAGS yard office,

passed on to others.  

WAGS has been toying with the pos-

sibility of providing a transfer area for 

tipping of spoil.

We are constantly fielding calls from 

all over West Auckland and further 

afield from contractors and the gen-

eral public looking for tipping close 

to their work sites.
